OFFICIAL RULES AND REGULATION OF THE BADGE POOL





Section 1: Membership


1.1 Membership in the Badge Pool is voluntary and open to civil servants (permanent and co-ops), contractors, and international partners.


1.2 Membership in the Badge Pool can be terminated only by submitting a verbal request to Badge Masters (T. Dao and G. Valle).  The entire membership will then be notified of the withdrawal.  Note: Badge Masters hereby disclaim any responsibilities and knowledge of hazing imposed on the withdrawn member by the active members.





Section 2: Violation


2.1 Badge Pool rules are in effect only during lunch period (10:30am-2:00pm) on a working day.


2.2 Violation occurs when an active member spots a visible badge on another active member when said badge breaks the plane of the first door of any eating and/or drinking establishment.  Refer to the National Football League's Rules Book for "breaking of the plane."


2.3 Revolving Door.  In the case involving a revolving door, "breaking of the plane" is defined as breaking any part of the cylindrical volume swept out by the door.  


2.4 Idiot Badge Rule.  Active member "busted" while wearing a temporary badge are subjected additional penalty (see below)


Notification.  Members are encourage to notify the entire active membership of recent violations including any and all details.


2.6 On-site Badge Violation.   On-site Badge Violation is defined as 1) being stopped and/or questioned by Johnson Space Center security personnel for NOT wearing a badge while on the premises of the Johnson Space Center AND 2) said incidence was witnessed (visually) by one or more Badgers.  


2.7 On-site Badge Violation provisions are in effects from 8:00 am to 5:00 pm on any  working day.  On-site Badge provisions are not in effect on Saturdays and Sundays





Section 3: Penalty


3.1 Following a violation, the member who is "badge-busted" buys one (1) non-alcoholic beverage for each active member present. 


3.1a In the event that more than one member are “busted”, each violator buys one (1) non-alcoholic beverage for each active member present. 


3.2 Active members who are not present at the time of the violation but arrive to the same establishment within 30 minutes of said violation also receive one (1) non-alcoholic beverage. 


3.3 Idiot Badge Rule.  When an active member is "busted" while wearing a temporary badge, active members who qualifies for payment under section 3.1 and 3.2 receive double payment.  Each beneficiary has the option of deferring the additional payment to the next lunch outing.


3.4 The Padron Exception: Mr. Padron only drinks water so he receives $1 in lieu of the non-alcoholic beverage.


3.5 Side Deals


3.5.1 Immediately following a violation, the member who is "busted" has the option of negotiating an agreement (side deal) with present active member(s).


3.5.2 Details of the Side Deal are at the discretion of the present parties.


3.5.3 Gag Rule: Partakers in the Side Deal must agree to maintain silence regarding the violation for the entire lunch period.


3.6 Penalty for On-site Badge Violation.  Following an on-site violation, the member who is "busted" buys one (1) lunch for each active member present.  The amount of each lunch shall not exceed $6.00.  The location of the said lunch is negotiable by the involved parties.


3.7 Side Deals for on-site Badge Violation: Same as 3.5.





Section 4: Amendments


4.1 Active members can propose amendments to these rules by submitting a written proposal to Badge Masters.


4.2 Amendments will be added to the rules only when the proposal has been approved by majority of the active membership.
